Between
the 16™ and 18" of September 2005, we are organizing a conference in Budapest at the CEU
Congress Center and you would honor the organizers by making it a success through your
participation. The conference will be covered by Channel 1 of the Hungarian State Television
and by several radio stations, by a website of T-Online and by the written press. We will pay
for the travel costs and your meals.
